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The incredible
dynamic titan

There are rare occassion when super
human divine personalities like Shr Rama,
Shri Krishna,Jesus, Shri Mahavir, Buddha
and such others manifest on this earth,
particularly in India, in human frame as
an avatar. By their lives, action and
movements they diffuse such light, such
power that the humanity is always getting
relief from misfortunes and
unrighteousness. Particularly some good
souls who are constantly suffering from
wicked persons are protected and
redeemed by them. This is the avatar
karya of such dynamic titanic divine
personalities.

Right form animal age to human being
such masters or avatars have added on
step for happiness and betterment
throughout the world, but there is always
such misfortune that because of their
human garb men and women can't
recogonise them as 'avatar' during their
own lifetime. Mostly all such avatars have
suffered heavily and initially they were
rebuked and insulted by the people on
whom they bestowed love and
compassion. Yet by their grace and
blessing, sufference and tallerence they
redeemed the masses and gave their lives
also, Such was the work of Shri Rama
Jesus, Buddha and other avatars.

Our Lord Swaminarayan, in this case,
said that in such spritual matters of
transformation and development Lord
Krishna worked out in all spheres of life
on multidimensional basis. As an ordinary

human-being he mixed up with illiterate
devotees and gopijans. With Pandavas
and Kaurvas he worked out very skillully.
His Gita is the real essence of spiritualism.
It effects all spheres of life from birth to
death, from childhood to old-age. Even
one shloka of Gita will reveal the inner truth
and enlighten any human-being. Even
then such a dynamic divine personality
was not properly recogonised nor
respected by His intimate devotees and
even by those on whom he bestowed His
special favors. However, it was a
distinguishing characterstic of Lord
Krishna. Therefore our Lord
Swaminarayan recogonises Him as
supreme avatar. Then what to talk of Lord
Swaminarayan whom thousand of
persons accepted as a living supereme
God and worshipped Him with full devotion
in His own life. There is no parallel in the
spiitual history of honouring and
respecting any avatar in His life time by
honouring of people with a mass
movement and at the sametime
dedcicating and surrendering fully at the
lotus feet of the Master. Relinquishing all
the possessions and family-traditions they
fully recogonised Sahajanand Swami as
their Supreme Master at the age of
twentyone and they chanted His name.
All of them had darshans -visions and
fulfillment in their lives. There was a band
of 500 decicated saints who worked out
in village to village with downtrodden
masses and eraicated the illusions and
freed them from bad vices like drinking,
adultry, meat-eating, killing, stealing etc.

The same spir itual hierarchy is
maintained. Mul-axar-murti Gunatitanand
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Swami was such an immediate spiritual
successor who carried out the same holy
fellowship. The same spiritual hieranchy
is continued in the divine form of
supremely realised Master like Bhagatji
Maharaj, Jaga Swami, Krishnajee Ada,
Shastriji Maharaj and Yogiji Maharaj and
now with their blessings in the form of
Pujya Kakajee, Pujya Pappajee, Pujya
Hariprasad Swamijee, Pujya Mahant
Swamijee and Pyjya Pramukh Swamijee.
It is upto any true aspirant of the truth
seeker to come in contact with such five
divine personalities any try to experience
the truth by themselves. After unique
spiritual experience, according to one's
own inherent law of nature, one may then
surrender fully, totally and completely to
such divine Master or Sadguru or
supremely realised Satpurusha to
complete the spiritual Sadhana of self and
supreme realisation in this very life. The
advent of Lord Swaminarayan on the
spiritual firmament of our conuntry thus
seems to be unique in that through His
chain of spiritual heirs it was His will to
demonstrate to the globe at large the truth
behind Lord Krishans' assurance in Gita
Shloka-"Abondoning on all duties; grieve
not.'' The all merciful character of Lord
stands self revealed by His maintaing a
chain of spiritual heirarchy amidst us.

One of such supreme divine Master
whom we can call the incredible dynamic
divine titan is a Pragat Brahmaswaroop
Hariprasad swamijee. He is a sweet and
charming personality, Bliss beams out
from his face. His conversation is simple;
his instructions direct. He answers all
questions freely without any hesitation.

The influence that he exerts on visitors is
subtle, but enormous. It becomes
imposible to be away from him as he is
actually like a lodedstone attracting all. His
doors are open to everyone without any
distinction of caste, creed, community, rich
or poor, high or low, good or bad. If you
study his life, his work as Yogiji Maharaj's
secretary, his other qualities and
movements with all Satsangees at each
level with indomitable faith in the Master
and due respect towaras Pujya Kakajee
and Pujya Pappajee marks him as the
supreme distinguished divine entity whom
we can call 'vadvanal Satpurush,' He is a
glorious exampel of a divine personality
who took birth in Gujarat as an ordinary
man, grew in the common state of a man,
lead the life of a householder, who with
intrepid courage of the highest order, on a
signle word of Gurudeo Yogijee Majaraj
broke off his worldly shackles.

A day will come when Yogijee Maharaj's
divine vision of spreading the message of
Lord Swaminarayan in its true essence
throughout the world for real happiness
and bliss of all human beings will be
fulfilled by these living divine Masters.
Most probably this will be publicly
recogonised at the time of twicenternary
celebration of Lord Swaminarayan in
1981.

Let us come in contact with such divine
Masters, experience the real truth and
serve them with devotion.

On this auspicious 6th May-the
brithday of such a realised saint-Pragat
Brahmaswaroop Hariprasad Swamijee
one can offer the prayers and also serve
