There have been two divergent and at

the same time parallel thinking processes
so far developed by the superintelligence,
namely :

1. Purely materialistic view of life of the
universe and the creation or the creator.

2. The another entirely divergent view,
where it is purely spiritual based on the
fundamental assumption of the creator-the
supreme divine entity or the supreme reality
by whose power and inspiration and
sankalpa1 the innumerable universes come
into existence, they develop and extinguish
in the process of creation, development and
dissolution worked out through Brahma2

Vishnu3, Shiva4, or creative energy, its
development and its dissolution. The original
prime ordeal power transcends all the three
entities and completes the cycle.

This spiritualistic view of life – of universe
and the creator–accepts the materialistic
view as an equally important division of the
one entity and this axiom is approved
generally by all the religions. According to
shuddha Vedanta5 principle acceptable by

1. determination, 2. the creator God, 3. the preserver
God, 4. The distroyer God. 5. the non dual philosophy of
the upanishads

all is 'unity in diversity and diversity in unity,
unity, but not uniformity' and still the
supremental transcends both the aspects,
which is advocated in Gita as 'aksharat
parataha para' known as 'purushottam.' This
discription of the three divine entities kshara,
Akshara and Purshottam principle
emphasised or advocated for the final
liberation or emancipation of the soul, just
as it happened in the last shloka1 of the last
chapter of Gita where pure righteosness
triumphed and the conficts, the chaos and
the tensions have permanently ended. This
is the real essence of spiritualism. It is the
realisation of Sacchidananda or Brahmic
Consciousness or divine consciousness.
This is the final ultimate spiritual relationship
of Jiva2 and Shiva3 becoming into shiva-
shakti, Laxmi Narayana, Nara-Narayana or
Akshar-purushottam swaroopa,
Purushottam still transcending into the
totality of the truth, knowledge and bliss
consciousness. Brahman is purna,
sacchidananda4 but Para-Brahman-
Parmatma5 is sampurna It is concerned with
the totality and the infinitness. But that
ultimate reality has to manifest in one form
or another as human being to impart the
eternal knowledge of the divine entity & the
original creation. Therefore Rama Krishna,
Buddha, Mahavir, Nank, Swami Ramdas,
Shri Ramakrishna manifested and ultimately
finally Lord Swaminarayan manifesting on
this earth in human form to liberate from the
vicious desires ego sense the ingnorant and
bonded souls govened by crude nature.
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1. The highest State of Samadhi in which the aspirant
realises his total oneness with Brahman, but his
existential awareness reanaubs, 2. One of the various
kinds of yogas especially related with spirituality.

1. One who is totally liberated in this very body in this
very life. 2. The Soul that has attained equivalence and
idenification with Brahman. 3. Descent or incarantion of
God.

Thus, we experience various levels of
consciousness. But according to scriputres
and holy books five sorts of bodies have
been enumerted and described by Shri
Aurobindo and other spiritual masters as
panch koshas for five bodies viz.

1. The physical body,
2. The subtle body or vital body,
3. The mental body,
4. The dynamic illuminated and

awakened body and
5. The emancipated sacchidananda

Brahmic body known as Videhi-
Mukta1 fully enjoying the eternal
bliss.

Lord Swaminarayan gave the highest
boon in the form of continuous manifestation
of the divinity as Brahmaswaroop2 Saints
through whom one can experience and
realise the supreme reality or Sacchidanand
swaroopa and attain the unattainable or the
divine consciousness in this life.

But consciousness of what? The
consciousness is ours. Animal are the
living entities but are not conscious of
themselves or of the working of the creator.
Their entire life is base on emotions and
instincts. Man has intelligence i.e. the brain
and also the heart i.e. emotions, instincts
and sentiments. To spirit or the soul has
one added attribute of illumination and
understanding of the creative process. This
can only be revealed through the realised
souls or an Avatar.3

Consciousness has a force of
penetration and absorption with three main
inherent attributes of permeting illumination,
right understanding with joy & power and
existential awarness. When it becomes pure
and contentless or attributeless then it is
Sacchidanand Swaroopa or konwn as
Nirvikalpa Samadhi.1 But it has to be active
and there the divine consciousness has to
be attached by God's grace, which
automatically comes to those who are really
fit for it or competent for it or intensly aspire
for it with indomitable faith, surrender and
devotion for the eternal truth.

Hence, an aspirant has to be conscious
of such Avatar or the realised souls and
remain in his company or in his association
with open mind or an innocent heart to
surrender and dedicated his life for the
Supreme realisation by the Grace of God-
the creator or his manifested realised holy
saints. Human beings have their own
understandings and awareness according
to their own limited knowledge, power and
their own efforts. Their experieness are also
limited which are based from unknown to
the known. But the Supreme reality still
remains unknowable and unattainable. Lord
Krishna, therefore, taught Adhyatma yoga2,
to Brahma and the knowledge of eternity or
the ceator has been imparted by God
through those who could digest it and
transmit it to the real seekers of truth. We
have therefore, to remain constantly aware

There are realised souls in our country
and one should try to surrender honestly,
sincerely & completely and dedicate their
life to such supremely realised souls for
experiencing and realising the Brahmic

coneciousness or the divine consciousness.
May God bless us all with His infinite love,
power and grace for self and supreme
realisation.
