A Wonderful Personality
and Essence of Tantra

You know, | have formally released this
book (The Real Essence of Tantra) for its
publication just now, as | have been asked
to do. I have written also a foreword to this
book, That is why | was asked to come
here and release it. | have read this book
in it's manuscript stage and | have written
a foreword. | found it highly interesting,
though, | have read many books on
Tantra, Vedanta and other systems of
philosophies in India, Dadubhai, as rightly
said by the professor (Shri Kashyapjee)
who spoke just before me, has hit a right
point And what is that point? Normally
Tantra is Generally indentified with
Agamas, You know all these Agamas and
Nigamas. Agamas are all 'Ishwer
Bhashyatam'. The God Shankara Himself
has revealed these Agamas, therefore
they are called Agamas i.e. coming from
the mouth of the Lord, as was described
by Bhashyakars. Nigamas are the
revelations by Rishis. Let us not forget,
Bhagvad Gita is both. It was told
personally by Lord Krishna to Arjuna,
therefore, Agama, It was further told by
sanjaya to Dhritrashtra or by Vyasa to the
whole world, so itis Rishi bhasyatam also,
Dadubhai has relied on the conception of
Purushottama, as taken it from Bhagvad
Gita, But mainly he is not a person who
goes through the jumble of words, but he
lives that life, has tried to live in his life, just
as the 'assence of Tantra' was handed
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over to you not by the books but by line of
tradition which Nandaiji just now described
before you. | knew him for the last few
years and was very glad to hear from
Nandaji that these small boundries of the
sect will not pay, Ultimately essence of
Tantra, Vedanta or whatever it may be is
stretching out of these small boundries.

Dadubhai is a wonderful
personality, | must tell you. Since |
started or cultivated friendship with him,
you see him now stting on the Gaddi, but
| have seen him working like a volunteer
just in the same mood as he is sitting
now. | have not seen the slightest
difference when he worked as a
volunteer, when he sits on the Gaddi. His
conduct with the small boys who worked
with him, his discussions with learned
scholars, his giving a talk to the
audience, | have seen him in the same
mood throughtout. How did he attain
that? He is now working in a particular
sect-Swaminarayan sect as it is called.
But my first comradeship with him was
built up in Swami Ramtirtha centenary,
which was not a Swaminarayan panth at
all! But | found him working with the
same zeal-that's what Nandaji told me
just now and told you all.

So, in his Tantra also he has hit at the
right point. The normal traditional
Tantras, many times are misunderstood
as being identified with the Shaktas. That
is not correct at all. Many times we identify
this Tantra Shastra along with the
Shaktas. Shaktas are some elements of
sex or something like realisation through



sex. But thatis not all. There is an another
very big branch of these Tantras. It is
‘Samayikas' as they call it. Its a very big
science. This is neither the forum nor the
occassion to tell you all these; but you will
find that samayikas have their big Tantras.
Look at the big book 'Tantraloka' by
Abhinava Gupta. Therefore, What | said,
Dadubhai has understood the traditional
aspect of the Tantra correctly and taken it
to a higher level. In one word | may tell
you, the real essence of Tantra which he
has propounded is 'recognition of the
Transcendental', because Tantra itself
does not connote any dualism at all. The
only descent of Tantra on this earth-how
it came?-
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The one God Himself played the role
of the teacher as well as the taught or a
disciple and the Tantra came down to the
world. This idea of totality is behind all
these Tantric thoughts. The word '‘Mantra'
means Hefellq ATId fd Hea: that which
protects you from the evil forces in the
world is 'Mantra'. #d1d 31TId- by
speculating,it protects you from the evil
forces. Similarly, Tantra-dererrdq Imrd -
Spreading out-putting that thought into
action means to realise the highest
Reality and is a sort of a Tantra.

Many are the ways to reach the God.
The summit of a mountain-many many
are the ways to it. Gita is the best known
book in the world for this. Gyaneshwar
maharaj has said-
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The one best thing in the Gita is that
the book is full of means for realisation.
Not only a philosophy, but it is full of
means. All sorts of yogas, Tantras-
everything is contained in Bhagvad Gita.
Dadubhai has hit at the right point as |
said, he pointed out to us. Tantra many be,
as | said, concerned with so many means
for the realisation of the Lord, but as he
has said and directed to, the
Transcendental is the essence of all these
Tantras. If you fail that, you fail
everything. This point has been dealt
with in these seven chapters. | have read
them very carefully. | have given that
essence in one word only here, but in my
foreword, whatever | feel about the book
| have written it. | hope the people-the
aspirants especially will go through this,
-the general public also, They will get the
light on this most important aspect of the
human life, because the fulfilment of the
human life is to reach the highest
development of man. Highest
development is such-man recogonises
the transecendental; not only it conducts
your whole life through the grace of that-
through the grace of that Lord itself!

Dadubhai got these experiences,
gave expression to these and written
this book. I now recommend this book
to all, especially the aspirants, Wish a
long cherished life of public service to
our Pujya Dadubhai, who sits here.
Some body told me, it is not alone, it is
not sufficient to get ourselves engrossed
into these religious things.



In India there has come about this
realisation. Dadubhai is already working
in that field, He has a large army of
volunteers. He is starting schools,
starting hostels, starting Ayurvedic
hospitals. Public service is the last
ultimate thing as Nandaji put it. Ultimately
that is the result of this highest
realisation. In India, today, you will find
all religious sects for that matter. | have
come to this conclusion not only that it
is their real message, going everywhere
you will find have started the public
service in this way or that way. Dadubhai
is also one of them. He has a large army
of volunteers. With the help of them he
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has started so many projects. So two
good things: the bhajan that was sung
here gave two things, first sRaar —
Straight-forwardness and secondly
Jadwar-a mind to serve, an inclination to
serve is the correct description of
Dadubhai this way or that way. Now |
recommend this book once again to
your and formally declare it released
and | conclude.
