Westerners will certainly appreciate and accept it for it is
based on experiments and experiences. It will surely appeal to a rationalist mind. The
faith is the foundations; the self surrendering is the main base, the understanding or
reason is the motive poser. The Real Tantra reconciles faith and reason with a
technique in judicious manner which results into potenitial force and power of
consciousness culminating in supramental consciousness, vision and Sacchidanand
Realisation. This will be a new religion for the coming age both for East and the West.
